DAY FOSTERING proposal
Proposal:

To provide a consortium – wide scheme across the six NLAFC boroughs in which approved foster carers provide Day Fostering work when agreed and required.  

Existing and approved foster carers with experience and training in transporting children, supervising contact, providing day care or babysitting; supporting young persons in independent  living; buddying new foster carers etc. will be made available to other NLAFC boroughs with the agreement and recommendation of their Fostering Supervising Social Worker.  Foster carers offering these types of services will be expected to have completed relevant training and have evidenced ability in managing these tasks. They must have good written skills and have a history of providing timely reports and feedback.  As well as knowledge of when to escalate safeguarding or concerning issues to the relevant professionals.  

Foster carers will be paid at their approving boroughs hourly rate for the Day Fostering work and will also be remunerated for travel time and costs. 

Foster carers will be provided with a job description and will be expected to sign a Day Fostering Work agreement for each piece of work they are commissioned for.

The foster carers will complete records of work undertaken and be supervised by their Fostering Social Worker for any work undertaken.  

It will be the understanding that contact supervision will only be completed with children and their families who are not in care proceedings.  

The scheme will be overseen and managed by the six Consortium Fostering Team Managers and this will be reviewed at the Consortium Fostering Manager meetings.
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
