Terms of all placements:

1. XXXX agrees to meet as required with YYYY’s social worker and with the social worker carrying out the parenting assessment and to attend review meetings of the placement arrangements.

2. XXXX can only bring drugs into the placement given to her/him by her/his GP or bought from the chemist.  S/he needs to tell the carer what medicine s/he has and agree where s/he should keep it.

3. XXXX cannot bring alcohol into the placement

4. Smoking is not allowed inside the house.  XXXX can smoke in the garden.

5. XXXX is expected to keep her bedroom clean and tidy and to tidy up promptly after herself in shared areas of the carer’s home.   
6. The carer always will knock before entering XXXX’s bedroom and will wait for agreement to enter, except if there is reason for concern about YYYY’s well-being.  The carer will make an unannounced check of the bedroom at least once each week.   
7. A baby monitor will be used at night so that the carers can tell that everything is going well.

8. XXXX should be dressed in day or night clothes whenever s/he is with anyone else.
9. XXXX should not tell anyone else where s/he is living without the carer’s permission.

10. XXXX can use the carer’s telephone to contact anyone in connection with the assessment (social worker, health visitor, solicitor, children’s guardian, etc).  Any calls to friends or family should be made on own mobile.

11. The carer will write down what s/he sees and hears every day.  The carers will read what s/he writes to XXXX or let her/him read it for her/himself.  XXXX can add her/his own words if s/he wants to.  XXXX will then be asked to sign each sheet.  Every week the records made will be sent to the assessing social worker, with a copy to the child’s social worker.

12. Any specific incidents or breaking of the agreement will be recorded and forwarded immediately to the assessing social worker, with a copy to the child’s social worker.

13. XXXX has a right to complain if s/he thinks anyone involved in the placement is doing something wrong.  S/he can make this complaint in writing or by speaking to anyone they know in Children’s Social Care.

Additional terms of this placement:
1. XXXX will bring the following baby equipment to the placement:

2. Day-to-day care of YYYY will be the responsibility of XXXX, apart from the following:

a. The carer will offer up to X hours of babysitting every week so that XXXX can have some time to her/himself.

b. The baby will sleep in the bedroom with (XXXX or carer).  S/he will not share a bed with an adult.

3. XXXX will do her own and her baby’s (address shopping, cooking, washing up and laundry).
4. XXXX will be responsible for the following purchases for her/himself and YYYY:  consider food, clothes, nappies, personal household items, travel, mobile credit, leisure etc.

5. The carer will spend at least X periods each day in the presence of XXXX and YYYY and record her observations.

6. Unless agreed differently at a review meeting, XXXX can / cannot go out of the carer’s presence with YYYY.  If so, the periods out of the carer’s presence are limited to:

7. Contact arrangements for YYYY to see other members of her/his family are as follows:  (include times, venues and who will take the baby there).

8. Who of XXXX’s family and friends can visit the placement?  At what times, in which areas of the home and with what notice?
9. Will the child or the adult bring medicines into the placement?  If so, where will they be stored and who will administer them?
10. Any other agreements particular to this placement

XXXX may be asked to let the foster carer take over care of YYYY if the foster carer is concerned that:

a. YYYY is crying and XXXX is unable to comfort her/him

b. XXXX is upset herself and so temporarily unable to focus on YYYY

c. The foster carer has reason to believe that XXXX isn’t sober

d. XXXX is behaving an manner that could present significant risk to YYYY (such as feeding solid foods before a baby’s stomach is able to handle them or insisting on sharing a bed with YYYY)

e. Any other circumstance when the foster carer does not think the parent can give adequate care or protection to YYYY.

XXXX may be asked to leave the placement if there is:

a. Any physical violence

b. Shouting and making treats to a level that shows XXXX can not control her/himself

c. Any behaviour which makes other people feel frightened

d. Any circumstances which result in Barnet Children’s Social Care believing that YYYY cannot be kept safe

e. A review that concludes XXXX is not cooperating with the terms of the placement to a degree that the planned assessment cannot be undertaken

The plans for where XXXX and YYYY will go following this placement are:
